How do | get access to GSIM?

In order to receive access to GSIM you must be a Brown Employee and submit dyciiteecout
GSO01 form to the Graduate School. The form can be found on the Graduate School website here
http://gradschool.brown.edu/go/directorsgrdthe DGS of the Graduate Program that yoatwa view, or the
Chair of the Department that hosts that Program must sign the form. Forms will be processed as quickly as
possible.

Please remember that if someone changes their position within Brown that they will keep their access
GSIM until the Graduate School is notified to disable their access. The same GS01 can be used.

Logging into GSIM

If you already have access to Self Service Banner (SSB) than logging into GSIM is easy. You already
have access if you are a Student Advisor or a Ram#imber. If you have never logged into SSB before the
